
Development: 
Watney Street and Tarling

This development comprises two adjacent sites near 
Watney Market in the area of Shadwell. One site was 
brownfield land that had been unused for over three 
decades and the other was a Housing Stock Transfer  
as a result of a competition won in 2001. 
 
The area lacked vibrancy and quality, despite being in a 
prime inner city location, with a DLR and tube station on  
its doorstep, only a short hop to the City and Canary Wharf. 
 
The objectives of this regeneration development were to 
create new public open spaces and shops, extend and 
reinforce the identity of the area, seamlessly integrate 
private and affordable housing, providing a diverse range 
and choice of modern new living environments and finally 
create a high quality, safe and cared for living environment. 
 
The two existing apartment blocks comprising 88 flats 
were replaced with 221 new homes, and 59 new homes 
were built on the land at Watney, including a new public 
piazza that extends to Watney Market, a new landscaped 
open space and approximately 10,000 square feet of 
commercial space. 
 
The 280 residential units are a mix of affordable rented 
homes, outright sale, shared ownership and sub market 
rented flats; some of the units have been developed for 
wheelchair users. The size of the homes range from one  
bed flats to six bed houses. All the homes have access  
to a private balcony, garden or communal garden.

Westgate regenerates an old brownfield site to create 23 
new one- and two-bed apartments available on a shared 
ownership basis through the New Build HomeBuy scheme. 
It is a section 106 agreement and forms part of a larger 
scheme comprising 224 apartments in total.

White Lion Street is ideally situated in the heart of Angel, 
close to underground, rail and bus links as well as shops 
and local amenities.

Built on the site of a former printing press and adjacent to 
a locally-listed public house, this mixed tenure residential 
development with commercial space on the ground floor  
will provide 160 new homes, 80 for rent and 80 for sale.  
The façade of the public house will be restored and 
retained. The communal area will include a children’s  
play area and water feature. 
 
The development is adjacent to Wanstead Park train 
station, and Forest Gate station is just a five minute walk 
away, with quick access into Stratford and Liverpool Street. 
Also within walking distance are the Wanstead Flats and 
various shops and amenities within the Forest Gate area.
